They will require your name, date of birth, address, phone, email and private insurance coverage
information.

Confirm information already provided by your healthcare professional

Discuss insurance information and reimbursement navigation

Confirm your pharmacy of choice to receive the medication and review details for the safe handling of the
medication

Confirm date, time and location for you to have your injection administered once coverage has been secured
